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Transco will research and (if found) provide plan and profile drawings for the
three existing pipelines at the crossing at Kerr Creek. Plan and profile drawing of
the proposed 42” pipeline will be supplied to NCWRC.

. At the location where the pipe line crosses Kerr Creek, stream banks are steep and
eroding. Due to the uncertainty of the exact profile of existing pipelines, Transco
is reluctant to modify stream bank slopes at this time. Transco must consult with
NCWRC personnel if the existing pipe lines/stream crossing needs modification
in the future. NCWRC prefers a more gradual slope grade at crossing to prevent
stream bank erosion and establishment of a riparian no-mow zone (approx. 50°)
along the creek planted with smaller native woody plants, such as silky dogwood,
paw paw, silky willow, and tag alder. Removal of any problem plants can be
accomplished by selective cutting.

In the event that streambank stability or pipeline integrity issues become apparent
in disturbed and maintained ROWSs, the pipeline company will be responsible to
rectify unstable conditions using state-of-the-art natural channel design techniques
and native plant based stream bank soil bioengineering instead of hard armoring
or similar “traditional” methods. If pipe replacement or major repair work on any
existing pipelines is done at the crossing, pipe designs will be done in a manner to
allow state-of-the-art stream enhancement and restoration (if restoration is
practicable). Should there be any disagreement between the land owner and the
pipeline, a mutually agreed upon third party arbitrator, who is professionally
trained in natural channel design concepts and who is experienced in stream
geomorphic assessments and restoration in the State of North Carolina will
resolve the disagreement and both parties will abide by the arbitrator’s evaluation
and recommendations.

NCWRC will require a specialized re-seeding mix composed of wheat, red clover,
creeping red fescue, switchgrass and big bluestem for permanent ROW and
temporary workspace reclamation.

. At severe slope areas and stream crossings, where necessary and/or required, any
soil stabilizing fabric or mating must be made with natural fibers. No plastic
matting will be allowed.

Transco will endeavor to complete construction activities prior to the beginning of
Deer — Gun Season (November 17, 2011). If construction is not completed by
this date, Transco will need to return following Deer-Gun Season (January 1,
2012) to complete permanent stabilization efforts.



9. Transco agrees to compensate NCWRC in the amount of $3,300 for the removal
of 2.2 acres of timber.

10. Transco agrees to compensate farm lessees that rent land on Second Creek Game
Land for any lost revenue due to crop damage or delays in planting that will result
in lost revenue.

11. ROW maintenance mowing shall occur on a 2 — 3 year rotation during late winter
(February 1 — March 31).

Trout Lake is currently the only impoundment in the state managed with Delayed Harvest
trout regulations, which in addition to providing fishing opportunities for the general angling public,
makes it an ideal fishery for elderly or handicapped anglers. The Commission built a pier and
handicapped-accessible parking area for anglers in 1995, and to ensure that the lake remained open to the
public, the Commission repaired the dam of Trout Lake in 2010 after a dam safety issue was identified.
The Ashe County Wildlife Club is now interested in formalizing our working relationship by entering into
a lease agreement with the Commission. The lease would be a no-cost lease or involve a minimal amount
of compensation (i.e. $1/year). Since the Commission has already built angler facilities and repaired the
dam, no additional expenditures would be required by the agency to enter into this agreement.

In the Dan River upstream from its confluence with Bannister River to the Brantly Steam Plant
Dam and in John H. Kerr Reservoir the creel limit on striped bass and Morone hybrids is two in
the aggregate and the minimum size limit is 26 inches from October 1 through May 31. From
June 1 through September 30 the daily creel limit on siriped bass and Morone hybrids is four in
aggregate with no minimum size limit.

In the Cape Fear River upsiream of Buckhorn Dam and the Deep and Haw rivers to the first
impoundment and in B. Everett Jordan Reservoir the creel limit on striped bass and Morone
hybrids is four in the aggregate and the minimum size limit is 20 inches. In Lake Gaston and
Roanoke Rapids Reservoir the creel limit on striped bass and Morone hybrids is four in aggregate
with a minintum size limit of 20 inches from October 1 fhrough May 31 and no minimum size
limit from June 1 through September 30. In Lake Norman the creel limit on striped bass and
Morone hybrids is four in aggregate with a minimum size limit of 16 inches from October 1
through May 31 and no minimum size limit from June 1 through September 30,

In designated public mountain trout waters the season for taking all species of fish is the same as
the trout fishing season. There is no closed season on taking trout from Linville River within
Linville Gorge Wilderness Area (including tributaries), Catawba River from Muddy Creek to the
City of Morganton water intake dam, and the impounded waters of power reservoirs and
municipally-owned water supply reservoirs open to the public for fishing.

On Mattamuskeet Lake, special federal regulations apply.

In the inland fishing waters of Neuse, Pungo and Tar Pamlico rivers and their tributaries extending
upstream to the first impoundment of the mnain course on the river or its tributaries, and in all other
inland fishing waters east of Interstate 95, subject to the exceptions listed in this Paragraph, the
daily creel limit for striped bass and their hybrids is two fish in aggregate. The minimum length
limit is 18 inches and no striped bass or striped bass hybrids betweeu the lengths of 22 inches and

In the inland and joint fishing waters [as identified in 15A NCAC 10C .0107(1){e)] of the
Roanoke River Striped Bass Management Area, which includes the Roancke, Cashie, Middle and
Eastmost rivers and their tributaries, the open season for taking and possessing striped bass and
their hybrids is March 1 through April 30 from the joint-coastal fishing waters boundary at
Albemarle Sound upstream to Roanoke Rapids Lake dam. During the open season the daily creel
limit for striped bass and their hybrids is two fish in aggregate, the minimwim size limit is 18
inches. No fish between 22 inches and 27 inches in length shall be retained in the daily creel limit.
Only one fish larger than 27 inches may be retained in the daily creel limit.

See 15A NCAC 10C 0407 for open seasons for taking nongame fishes by special devices.

In and west of Madison,
Buncombe, Henderson and Polk Counties and in designated public mountain trout waters the
minimum size Hmit is 12 inches, In Cane Creek Lake in Union County, and Buckhorn Reservoir
in Wilson and Nash counties the minimum size limit for largemouth bass is 16 inches, with no
exception. In Lake Phelps and Shearon Harris Reservoir no black bass between 16 and 20 inches
shall be possessed. In Lake Norman the minimum size limit for black bass is 14 inches.

A minimum size limit of 15 inches applies to walleye taken from Lake James and its tributaries,
and the daily creel limit for walleye is four fish in Linville River upstream from the NC 126 bridge
above Lake James.

(b) The season for taking nongame fishes by other hook and line methods in designated public mountain trout
waters is the same as the trout fishing season.

(c) Nongame fishes, except alewife and blueback hetring, excluding those less than six inches in length collected
from Kerr Reservoir (Granville, Vance, and Warren counties), blue crab, and bowfin, taken by hook and line,
grabbling or by licensed special devices may be sold. Eels less than six inches in length may not be taken from
mland waters for any purpose.

(d) Freshwater mussels, including the Asiatic clam (Corbicula fluminea), may only be taken from impounded
waters, except mussels shall not be taken in Lake Waccamaw and in University Lake in Orange County. It is
unlawful to possess more than 200 freshwater mussels,

(¢) Size and creel limits as set in this Rule on regulated areas, including Community Fishing Areas, Public Fishing
Areas, and other cooperatively managed public waters shall be posted at each area, as specified in 15A NCAC 10E
0103,

() In Lake Norman and Badin Lake, the daily creel Hmit for blue catfish greater than 32 inches is one fish.
